Using One-Step Alerts
http://support.ebscohost.com/uploads/kb/en_onestepalerts_bp_7_08.doc
What are one-step search and journal alerts?

One-step alerts are alerts that can be set up from EBSCOhost without signing in to the user’s personal account (My EBSCOhost) for the user that prefers viewing his search or journal alerts via an RSS reader, one-step alerts offer a quick and easy way to obtain the alert syndication feed, which he can then copy into his RSS reader.
As long the EBSCOhost user adds the feed to an aggregator within one week of its creation, it will not expire, unless the aggregator does not automatically update results (extremely unlikely) supplied by the feed for two months.

Why offer one-step alerts?

One-step alerts are convenient––and provide added flexibility––when creating search and journal alerts. If the user is not personalized, and knows he wants to view alert information via an RSS reader, he can set up an alert without signing in to My EBSCOhost.  Alternatively, if the user is personalized, he can set up alerts using the one-step method, or using the “traditional” Saved Search/Alerts (or Save Journal Alerts) Screen.
Is one-step alerting required?

No, the library administrator decides whether one-step alerts should be available on EBSCOhost. If you prefer the traditional method of setting up search and journal alerts, simply set the Allow One Step Alerts parameter to No. For more information, see Setting Up the One-Step Alerts Feature in EBSCOadmin, later in this document.
Creating One-Step Search Alerts

If enabled by the library administrator, the user can set up search alerts in just one step directly from the Result List or Search History Screens.

When the user clicks on the RSS alert icon, a pop-up screen displays, with the search alert information. The user should copy the Syndication Feed URL into a newsreader. 
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Pop-up window displays search alert information.
If the user decides that e-mail delivery of the alert information is desired, he can click the Sign in and create a new alert link. Once he has signed in to My EBSCOhost, the Save Search/ Alert Screen appears. He can save the alert as he usually does.
Creating One-Step Journal Alerts

If enabled by the library administrator, the user can also set up one-step journal alerts from the Publications Browse List. When the user clicks on the Publications link on the  top toolbar, the Publications Browse List displays.
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Publications Browse List with one-step alerts available.
When the user clicks on the RSS alert icon, a pop-up screen displays, with the journal alert information. The user should copy the Syndication Feed URL into a newsreader. 
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Pop-up window displays journal alert information.

If he decides that e-mail delivery of the alert information is desired, he can click the Sign in and create a new alert link. Once he has signed in to My EBSCOhost, the Journal Alert Screen appears. He can save the alert as he usually does. 
Setting Up the One-Step Alerts Feature in EBSCOadmin
Be sure that the profile has personalization enabled. 

1. Click the Site/Group Maintenance button, and then click the Group sub-tab for the profile you have selected.
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2. Mark the checkbox to the right of the Personalization Allowed parameter. Click Submit.

Then, enable the One-Step Alerting feature.

3. Be sure the appropriate group and profile are selected. 
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4. Click the Customize Services tab, and then click the Viewing Results sub-tab. 
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5. Locate the Allow One Step Alerts parameter and set to Yes. If you prefer to use the traditional method of setting up searches and alerts, be sure that this parameter is set to No.
6. Click Submit. Your patrons will now be able to set up one-step search and journal alerts. They can also set up traditional search and journal alerts by signing in to My EBSCOhost.
